8 Then his brothers said to him, "Are you actually going to reign over us?

Or are you really going to rule over us?" So they hated him even more

for his dreams and for his words.
g Now he had still another dream, and related it to his brothers, and said,

"Lo, I have had still another dream; and behold, the sun and the moon

and eleven stars were bowing down to me."
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He related i/ to his father and to his brothers; and his father rebuked him
and said to him, "What is this dream that you have had? Shall I and

your mother and your brothers acfually come to bow ourselves down
before you to the ground?"

His brothers were jealous of him, but his father kept the saying in mind.
Then his brothers went to pasture their father's flock in Shechem.

Israel said to Joseph, "Are not your brothers pasturing the Jlock in
Shechem? Come, and I will send you to them." And he said to him, 'oI

will go."
Then he said to him, "Go now and see about the welfare of your
brothers and the welfare of the flock, and bring word back to me." So

he sent him from the valley of Hebron, and he came to Shechem.

A man found him, and behold, he was wandering in the field; and the
man asked him, "What are you looking for?"
He said, "I am looking for my brothers; please tell me where they are

pasturing theflock."
Then the man said, "They have moved from here; for I heard tltem say,
'Let us go to Dothan."' So Joseph went after his brothers and found
them at Dothan.

And as they raised their eyes and

looked, behold, a caravan of Ishmaelites was coming from Gilead, with
their camels bearing aromatic gum and balm and myrrh, on their way to

bring them downto Egypt.

26 Judah said to his brothers, "'What profit is it for us to kill our brother

and cover up his blood?

27 "Come and let us sell him to the Ishmaelites and not lay our hands on

him, for he is our brother, our own flesh." And his brothers listened ro

him.

28 Then some Midianite traders passed by, so they pulled him up and lifted
Joseph out of the pit, and sold him to the Ishmaelites for twenty shekels

of silver. Thus they brought Joseph into Egypt.

29 Now Reuben retumed to the pit, and behold, Joseph was not in the pit;
so he tore his garments.

30 He returned to his brothers and said, "The boy is not there; as for me,

where am I to go?"

31 So they took Joseph's tunic, and slaughtered a male goat and dipped the

tunic in the blood;

32 and they sent the varicolored tunic and brought it to their father and

said, "We found this; please examine it to see whether it is your son's

tunic or not."

34 So Jacob tore his clothes, and put sackcloth on his loins and mourned

for his son many days.

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13 It was told to Tamar, "Behold, your father-inlaw is going up to Timnah

to shear his sheep."

14 So she removed her widow's garments and covered. herself with a veil,
and wrapped herself, and sat in the gateway of Enaim, which is on the

road to Timnah; for she saw that Shelah had grown up, and she had not

been given to him as a wife.
15 When Judah saw her, he thought she was a harlot, for she had covered

her face.

16 So he furned aside to her by the road, and said, "Here now, let me come

in to you"; for he did not know that she was his daughter-in-law. And
she said, "What will you give me, that you may come in to me?"

11 He said, therefore, "I will send you a young goat from the flock." She

said, moreover, "Will you give a pledge until you send i/?"
18 He said, "What pledge shall I give you?" And she said, "Your seal and

your cord, and your staff that is in your hand." So he gave them to her

and went in to her, and she conceived by him.

the men of the place said, oThere has been no temple prostitute here.' "
23 Then Judah said, "Let her keep them, otherwise we will become a

laughingstock."After all, I sent this young goat, but you did not find
her."

13 When she saw that he had left his garment in her hand and had fled

outside,

14 she called to the men of her household and said to them, "See, he has

brought in a Hebrew to us to make sport of us; he came in to me to lie

with me, and I screamed.

15 "'When he heard that I raised my voice and screamed, he left his

garment beside me and fled and went outside."

16 So she left his garment beside her until his master came home.

ll Then she spoke to him with these words, "The Hebrew slave, whom
you brought to us, came in to me to make sport of me;

18 and as I raised my voice and screamed, he left his garment beside me

and fled outside."

19 Now when his master heard the words of his wife, which she spoke to

him, saying,'oThis is what your slave did to me," his anger bumed.

20 So Joseph's master took him and put him into the jail, the place where

the king's prisoners were confined; and he was there in the jail.
2l But the Lono was with Joseph and extended kindness to him, and gave

him favor in the sight of the chiefjailer.
22 The chiefjailer committed to Joseph's charge all the prisoners who were

in the jail; so that whatever was done there, he was responsible for it.
23 The chief jail'er did not supervise anything under Joseph's charge

because the Lono was with him; and whatever he did, the Lono made

to prosper.

3 So he put them in confinement in the house of the captain of the

bodyguard, in the jail, the same place where Joseph was imprisoned.

But if not, by the life of Pharaoh, surely you are spies."

11 So he put them all together in prison for three days.

18 Now Joseph said to them on the third day, "Do this and live, for I fear

God:

19 if you are honest men, let one of your brothers be confined in your
prison; but as for the rest of you, go, carry grain for the famine of your
households,

20 and bring your youngest brother to me, so your words may be verified,
and you will not die." And they did so.

2l Then they said to one another, "Truly we are guilty concerning our
brother, because we saw the distress of his soul when he pleaded with
us, yet we would not listen; therefore this distress has come upon us."

22 Reuben answered them, saying, "Did I not tell you, 'Do not sin against
the boy'; and you would not listen? Now comes the reckoning for his
blood."

23 They did not know, however, that Joseph understood, for there was an

interpreter between them.

ones.

9 "I myself will be surety for him; you may hold me responsible for him.
If I do not bring him back to you and set him before you, then let me

bear the blame before you forever.

10 "For if we had not delayed, surely by now we could have returned

twice."
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11 Then their father Israel said to them, "lf it must be so, then do this: take

some of the best products of the land in your bags, and carry down to

the man as a present, a liffle balm and a little honey, aromatic gum and

myrrh, pistachio nuts and almonds.

12 "Take double the money in your hand, and take back in your hand the

money that was refurned in the mouth of your sacks; perhaps it was a

mistake.

13 "Take your brother also, and arise, return to the man;

14 and may God Almighty grant you compassion in the sight of the man,

so that he will release to you your other brother and Benjamin. And as

for me, if I am bereaved of my children, I am bereaved."

15 So the men took this present, and they took double the money in their
hand, and Benjamin; then they arose and went down to Egypt and stood

before Joseph.

16 When Joseph saw Benjamin with them, he said to his house steward,

"Bring the men into the house, and slay an animal and make ready; for
the men are to dine with me at noon."

t7 So the man did as Joseph said, and brought the men to Joseph's house.

18 Now the men were afraid, because they were brought to Joseph's

house; and they said, "It t's because of the money that was retumed in
our sacks the first time that we are being brought in, that he may seek

occasion against us and fall upon us, and take us for slaves with our
donkeys."

19 So they came near to Joseph's house steward, and spoke to him at the

entrance ofthe house,

20 and said, "Oh, my lord, we indeed came down the first time to buy food,

2t and it came about when we came to the lodging place, that we opened

our sacks, and behold, each man's money was in the mouth of his sack,

our money in fuIl. So we have brought it back in our hand.

27 Then he asked them about their welfare, and said, "Is your old father

well, of whom you spoke? Is he still alive?"

28 They said, "Your servant our father is well; he is still alive." They

bowed down in homage.

29 As he lifted his eyes and saw his brother Benjamin, his mother's son, he

said, "Is this your youngest brother, of whom you spoke to me?" And
he said, "May God be gracious to you, my son."

30 Joseph hurried out for he was deeply stirred over his brother, and he

sought a place to weep; and he entered his chamber and wept there.

31 Then he washed his face and came out; and he controlled himself and

said, "Serve the meal."
32 So they served him by himself, and them by themselves, and the

Eg;rptians who ate with him by themselves, because the Egyptians

could not eat bread with the Hebrews, for that is loathsome to the

Egyptians.

33 Now they were seated before him, the firstborn according to his

birthright and the youngest according to his youth, and the men looked

at one another in astonishment.

17 But he said, "Far be it from me to do this. The man in whose possession

the cup has been found, he shall be my slave; but as for you, go up in
peace to your father."

33 "Now, therefore, please let your servant remain instead of the lad a
slave to my lord, and let the lad go up with his brothers.

11 "There I will also provide for you, for there are still five years of famine

to come, and you and your household and all that you have would be

impoverished."'
12 "Behold, your eyes see, and the eyes of my brother Benjamin see,thatit

is my mouth which is speaking to you.

13 "Now you must tell my father of all my splendor in Egypt, and all that
you have seen; and you must hurry and bring my father down here."

14 Then he fell on his brother Benjamin's neck and wept, and Benjamin
wept on his neck.

15 He kissed all his brothers and wept on them, and afterward his brothers

talked with him.
16 Now when the news was heard in Pharaoh's house that Joseph's

brothers had come, it pleased Pharaoh and his servants.

17 Then Pharaoh said to Joseph, "Say to your brothers, 'Do this: load your
beasts and go to the land of Canaan,

18 and take your father and your households and come to me, and I will
give you the best of the land of Egypt and you will eat the fat of the

land.'

19 'Now you are ordered, 'Do this: take wagons from the land of Egypt
for your little ones and for your wives, and bring your father and come.

20 'Do not concern yourselves with your goods, for the best of all the land

of Egypt is yours.' "
2l Then the sons of Israel did so; and Joseph gave them wagons according

to the commantl of Pharaoh, and gave them provisions for the journey.

22 To each of them he gave changes of garments, but to Benjamin he gave

three hundred pieces o/silver and five changes of garments.

The sons of Zebulun: Sered and Elon and Jahleel.

These are the sons of Leah, whom she bore to Jacob in Paddan-aranr,

with his daughter Dinah; all his sons and his daughters numbered thirty-
three.

The sons of Gad: Ziphion and Haggi, Shuni and Ezbon, Eri and Arodi
and Areli.
The sons of Asher: Imnah and Ishvah and Ishvi and Beriah and their

sister Serah. And the sons of Beriah: Heber and Malchiel.

These are the sons of Zilpah, whom Laban gave to his daughter Leah;

and she bore to Jacob these sixteen persons.

The sons of Jacob's wife Rachel: Joseph and Benjamin.

Now to Joseph in the land of Egypt were born Manasseh and Ephraim,

whom Asenath, the daughter of Potiphera, priest of On, bore to him.
The sons of Benjamin: Bela and Becher and Ashbel, Gera and Naaman,

Ehi and Rosh, Muppim and Huppim and Ard.
These are the sons of Rachel, who were born to Jacob; there were

fourteen persons in all.

and she bore these to Jacob; there were seven persons in all.

9 So Jacob said to Pharaoh, "The years of my sojourning are one hundred

and thirty; few and unpleasant have been the years of my life, nor have

they attained the years that my fathers lived during the days of their

sojourning.')
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10 And Jacob blessed Pharaoh, and went out from his presence.

1 1 So Joseph settled his father and his brothers and gave them a possession

in the land of Egypt, in the best of the land, in the land of Rameses, as

Pharaoh had ordered.

12 Joseph provided his father and his brothers and all his father's

household with food, according to their little ones.

13 Now there was no food in all the land, because the famine was very
severe, so that the land of Egypt and the land of Canaan languished

because of the famine.

14 Joseph gathered all the money that was found in the land of Egypt and

in the land of Canaan for the grain which they bought, and Joseph

brought the money into Pharaoh's house.

15 When the money was all spent in the land of Egypt and in the land of
Canaan, all the Egyptians came to Joseph and said, 'oGive us food, for
why should we die in your presence? For our money is gone."

16 Then Joseph said, "Give up your livestock, and I will give youfood for
your livestock, sinceyour money is gone."

17 So they brought their livestock to Joseph, and Joseph gave them food in
exchange for the horses and the flocks and the herds and the donkeys;

and he fed them with food in exchange for all their livestock that year.

18 When that year was ended, they came to him the next year and said to
him, "We will not hide from my lord that our money is all spent, and

the cattle are my lord's. There is nothing left for my lord except our
bodies and our lands.

19 "Why should we die before your eyes, both we and our land? Buy us

and our land for food, and we and our land will be slaves to Pharaoh. So

give us seed, that we may live and not die, and that the land may not be

desolate."

2l As for the people, he removed them to the cities from one end of
Eg;pt's border to the other.

22 Only the land of the priests he did not buy, for the priests had an

allotment from Pharaoh, and they lived off the allotment which Pharaoh

gave them. Therefore, they did not sell their land.

23 Then Joseph said to the people, "Behold, I have today bought you and

your land for Pharaoh; now, here is seed for you, and you may sow the

land.

24 "At the harvest you shall give a fifttr to Pharaoh, and four-fifths shall be

your own for seed of the field and for your food and for those of your

households and as food for your little ones."

25 So they said, "You have saved our lives! Let us find favor in the sight

of my lord, and we will be Pharaoh's slaves."

26 Joseph made it a statute concerning the land of Egypt valid to this day,

that Pharaoh should have the fifth; only the land of the priests did not
become Pharaoh's.

27 Now Israel lived in the land of Egypt, in Goshen, and they acquired

property in it and were fruitful and became very numerous.

28 Jacob lived in the land of Egypt seventeen years; so the length of
Jacob's life was one hundred and forty-seven years.

29 When the time for Israel to die drew near, he called his son Joseph and

said to him, "Please, if I have found favor in your sight, place now your
hand under my thigh and deal with me in kindness and faithfulness.

Please do not bury me in Egypt,
